SUBJECT: AMENDMENTS TO MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES AGREEMENTS

Pursuant to the authority delegated to the Director of Mental Health'@ your Board, this
is notification of the execution of 650 amendments to existing Legal Entity Agreements,
Specialized Agreements, Pharmacy Agreement, and Medi-Cal Professional Services
Agreements (Individual and Group Providers) processed in the month of February 2004,
as follows:

1. Amendment No. 1 (DMH-01407) with California Institute for Mental Health
(CIMH), adds $200,000 to the Maximum Contract Amount for Fiscal Years (FY)
2003-2004, 2004-2005, and 2005-2006 to allow CIMH to conduct three separate
studies on supportive services to Los Angeles County’s Welfare-to-Work efforts
and examine program results, measure performance, identity outcomes, and
present recommendations. The revised Maximum Contract Amount for EYs
2003-2004, 2004-2005, and 2005-2006 is $220,000.
