SUBJECT: MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES AGREEMENTS/AMENDMENTS

Pursuant to the authority delegated to the Director of Mental Health by your Board, this
is notification of the execution of 53 Amendments to existing and/or new Legal Entity
(LE) Agreements, Specialized Agreements, Mental Health Services Act (MHSA)
Agreements, Medi-Cal Professional Services Agreements (Individual and Group
Providers), Clinical Assessment programs and execution of four new Agreements
processed in the month of April 2014 as follows:

1. Amendment No. 9 (MH050042) with Mental Health America of Los Angeles
increases Service Extenders Wellness Outreach Workers Program funds in the
amount of $50,000. The revised Total Contract Amount (TCA) is $724,800.

2. Amendment No. 4 (MH050045) with Pacific Clinics extends the term of the
Agreement on a month-to-month basis for an additional six months, beginning
July 1, 2014, through December 31, 2014, to continue MHSA Workforce
Education and Training.
