SBIRT is a comprehensive, integrated, public health approach to the delivery of early intervention and treatment services for persons with co-occurring substance use disorders and those at risk of developing these disorders.  This training provides a brief overview of the prevalence of substance use in older adults, criteria for risky use, and the effects of substance use on mental health. It will also demonstrate how to identify the appropriate level of intervention based on the consumer’s stage of readiness for recovery and how to properly utilize screening and brief intervention strategies with older adult consumers. Documentation training will be provided in the afternoon session, describing three core elements of medical necessity.  The discussion will include key areas of the assessment, important elements of the “Client Care Coordination Plan,” and claimable verses non-reimbursable activities.
