	Current research demonstrates similarities between object hoarders and animal hoarders. A three-part model of hoarding of animals has been proposed to guide intervention strategies.  This workshop will outline the key determinants and discuss the handling of animal hoarding cases.  The issues of decision-making capacity and review of the laws applicable to hoarding capacity determinations in California are addressed. Additionally the criteria and its implications in the Due Process of the Competence Determination Act (DPCDA, California Probate Code §810-813) are covered.  The workshop includes a discussion of the role of various mental functions associated with hoarding capacity determinations; the trainer will utilize his experience associated with more than thirty-five cases of hoarder evaluations.  Psychiatric diagnoses underlying these cases (which may or may not be representative of the larger population of hoarders) and other psychological aspects of hoarding including family and community reactions, and cultural issues will be reviewed.
