Course Description
In 1985, Ethel S. Person M.D. noted that the continuing taboo associated with sexual transferences and countertransferences "remain both a goldmine and minefield.” Sexual attraction and longings in therapeutic relationships often prove complex and demand a sophisticated perspective to arrive at a useful formulation and constructive intervention. This issue is further complicated by issues of aging, loss and medical comorbidity that arise in elderly populations. This presentation will cover the topic of erotic transference as well as inappropriate sexual behavior in the elderly. The training will discuss the reasons erotic transference may emerge in a clinical encounter, ranging from psychodynamic content to organic brain disease.  The training will aim to educate clinicians and physicians who practice in home based settings about the particular way in which this practice environment influences sexual feelings and behavior around the treating team. Finally the training will cover relevant issues of ageism and cultural factors that influence the approach of clinicians to sexual feelings and behavior in the elderly.

1.  Identify sexual transference in geriatric patients as an important clinical tool in the therapeutic relationship

2.  Identify and understand the role that  cultural biases and ageism play in clinician reactions to expression of

     sexual feelings in the elderly

     management of erotic transference in elderly patients

4.  Differentiate sexual transference from hypersexual behavior, and understand the causes of each.

5.  List several techniques that are useful in management of sexual transference and hypersexual behavior in 
     the elderly.
