Day one: The morning keynote presentation will provide an update on research and clinical interventions for Hoarding Disorder.  The training will cover information about the symptoms of compulsive hoarding.  The cognitive behavioral model integrates biological and psychological vulnerabilities, information processing deficits, emotional attachments to possessions, and dysfunctional beliefs about possessions.  Diagnostic criteria for Hoarding Disorder recently included in the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders – 5th editions will be examined as well. 
Breakout sessions include: Ask the Organizer, Legal Aspect of Hoarding, and Living with a Hoarder (child of a hoarder).
The afternoon keynote presentation will address Animal Hoarding as one of the most challenging forms of animal cruelty.  Community task forces that include animal control agencies and animal welfare organizations are working together to create strategies for rescuing the animals.  This training will address new approaches to combat animal hoarding, outline key factors involved in animal hoarding, and identify what different communities are doing to combat it.  
Day Two: Steri-Clean and The Department of Mental Health GENESIS program will provide case presentations that involve hoarding.  The day will consist of an interactive session with vignettes to help demonstrate the utilization of resources, strategies for engagement and treatment interventions discussed throughout the forum.

	DMH staff, contract providers, outside agencies & individuals interested in Hoarding.  

	OBJECTIVES:
	As a result of attending this training, participants should be able to:

1. Identify specific problems associated with hoarding, including behavioral impairments, health risks, housing problems, and consequences of hoarding.

2. Describe assessment strategies to identify specific hoarding problems and associated features.

3. Identify effective treatment strategies and how to adapt them for populations identified as especially vulnerable (e.g., the elderly). 

4. Define animal hoarding as proposed by the Hoarding of Animals Research Consortium

5. Identify the three types of animal hoarders, including today’s predominant type.
6. Identify community agencies and resources that are available to assist with the treatment of Hoarding.
