This course strives to strengthen relationships of the family members as a means to sustaining the highest standards of treatment. Family members and consumers are guided in their unique role on treatment teams to problem solve in a group format called Family PsychoEducation (FPE) which is an evidenced based practice endorsed by SAMHSA. The participant in this training will have the tools necessary to be able to successfully begin a therapeutic multifamily group in their clinic. The therapist will have a clear road map of how to optimize the techniques, challenges, curriculum and practical considerations in implementing FPE into their home clinic. Initial recovery and achievement of the highest quality of life requires that the family’s distinctive systemic unity is respected as part of the recovery process for some consumers. In order for consumers to continue their ability to utilize support services that enable them to live in their home communities, families can be assisted to support treatment goals and problem solve for best outcome of Hope, Wellness and Recovery.
