The aim of ASIST is to help participants become ready, willing and able to provide suicide first aid to persons at risk of dying by suicide. During the two day workshop, participants will examine their attitudes about suicide, learn how to effectively recognize and review the risk of suicide, and develop new and/or reinforce existing intervention skills. ASIST also addresses the need to develop a network of providers who work to prevent suicide. Participants will benefit from the two-day ASIST training by gaining skills, knowledge and intervention techniques essential to working with individuals struggling with suicidal ideations.

TARGET AUDIENCE:  For both clinicians and non-clinicians who may work or provide services to individuals with suicidal thoughts or behaviors.
