This fifteen-hour pre-licensure course prepares participants to screen, assess and effectively intervene with individuals and families experiencing intimate partner violence. The scope, impact and psychosocial and political factors related to the problem are described, as well as how it affects diverse populations. Participants own cultural experiences of related factors will also be explored.

TARGET AUDIENCE: This two-day, fifteen hour course is designed to meet the BOP and BBS licensing prerequisite for psychologists, social workers and marriage and family therapists on Intimate Partner Violence.

	OBJECTIVES:
	As a result of attending this training, participants will be able to:  

1. Describe the scope and impact of intimate partner violence on individuals and families.

2. Describe various psychosocial and political factors that contribute to intimate partner violence.                   

3. Demonstrate the ability to screen for and detect intimate partner violence in clinical settings.

4. Describe the cycle of domestic violence and how it presents in relationships.

5. Discuss appropriate treatment plans for abusive partners.   

6. Describe the effects on children exposed to intimate partner violence and explain the appropriate treatment plan.
7. Distinguish appropriate interventions for adult victims.

8. Identify adjunctive community resources and issues related to the referral and use of those resources.
