This three-day language interpreter training series is designed for bilingual staff who are proficient in English and in a second language.  This introductory level training will create a structure for participants to understand the complex roles of the mental health interpreter. The purpose is to assist the Mental Health and Wellness programs by training the bilingual workforce to accurately interpret and meet the requirements of Federal and State law. This course will provide the interpreters with the knowledge and skills around roles, models of interpreting, mental health terms, standards of practice, cultural interpreting, and skills to face challenges arising in the mental health field.  Introduction to glossary building, and development and maintenance of specialized mental health glossaries based on the interpreter’s level of proficiency in both languages is part of the training.  Role-playing, memory exercises, videos, and interactive exercises are also included to provide an opportunity to practice the learned skills.
